
New: MMRV Vaccine for Children 

Starting 1 January 2026, the NHS will introduce the MMRV vaccine, protecting against measles, mumps, rubella, and 

chickenpox. This combined vaccine replaces the current MMR-only vaccine. 

Who’s affected? 

• Children born on or after 1 Jan 2025: Two doses at 12 months and 18 months 

• Children born July–Dec 2024: Two doses at 18 months and 3 years 4 months 

• Catch-up programme: Nov 2026–Mar 2028 for children born Jan 2020–Aug 2022

book their flu vaccine now to stay protected this winter. 

It’s quick and easy to book online or by calling 119. Parents, please return school consent forms or book for 2- and 3-year-olds. 

The NHS also recommends: 

• RSV vaccine for pregnant women and older adults 

• Pneumococcal vaccine for over 65s 

Parents: Don’t forget to return your child’s school vaccination consent forms or book an appointment for 2- and 3-year-olds to 

keep them protected ahead of the festive season.
